Human Sructure, M easurement and Proportion

Human aswell asanimal body ismade of bones, musclesand skin. It undergoes
changesfrom childhood timeto old age. It is, therefore, necessary to haveal
information about al the organs.

Normally, human body (from head to toes) isdivided into 7%z parts. Thetop most
part of the body (head to chin) isone part. The whole body ismeasured on the
basisonthisunit. Followingsarethe measurement of the body:

(& HeadtoNava - 3units
(b) NavatoKnee - 2units
(i) Kneetofeet - 2"
@iii)y Widthof feet - 70

Besidesthisdivision, theface hasalso been divided into 4 units— @ 1% unit:-
Head and hair @ 2nd unit: forehead; ® 3 unit: Noseand @ 4™ unit : noseto
below chin.

Thefull length of thearmisdivided into 3“2unitsasfollows:

e  Shouldertoebow . 1YAunits
e Lowerarm 1 1YAunits
Hand 1 Yhunit

Thiswidth of thetwo shouldersshould be 2 units. Thelength of thefoot should be
1 unit. Thismeasurement facilitates drawing the human structure (seefig. no. 1).
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Straight line Sketching

Sketchingwith traight linesiscaled straight line sketching. Straight line sketching
worksasskeletonin human body. Straight line sketchingisimportant indrawingthe
entire human structureand anima structure.

Students can draw the sketch of any size/measurement either by adding or reduc-
ing. Theform can be adjusted according to the size of the paper. (Fig. 2)

Making Sketches

Sketching meansusing linesafter scaning the obj ects/people and also using imagi-
nation. Usedark pencil (4B, 6B) for this purpose.

Since human being and animal sare moving constantly one should observethese
movementsand try to capturethe movementsinlines. Theartist hasto depend on
hismemory and perceptionto depict itin drawing. Thisactivity will need excep-
tional coordination of wrist and fingers. Increasethe speed of useof lines.

Human and Animal Figures

Sketching and straight line sketching are very important in drawing the human and
animd figures. A student would become competent to draw thesefigureseffectively
if practiced regularly.

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Fig. 3explainshow to draw ahorse. At thefirst stageit isthe straight line sketchin
which askeleton like picture hasbeen drawnwith thehel p of certainlinesor circles.
At the second stageit has been provided to form the body of the horse, (faceand
feet etc.) Later, at the end, muscles and all other parts of the body have been
formed with minutest details. Thus, the picture of the horse can be completed with
pencil shadeor colours. SeeFig. No. 4 and 5. Notes

Whiledrawing human figure similar stepsand precautionshaveto betaken. Any
shape/structure can be made even by sketching. See Fig. No. 6. The student can
ask somebody to sitinfront of him/her according to hisconvenience. Observethe
position of themodel before he starts sketching. He should keep the measure-
ment in mind. He should measurethefacein relation to entire body.

He can make acomposition with two/three human figures. SeeFig. no. 7.
